Upon ingest, StorNext
immediately shares the content with all clients, such as edit bay, color rendering, or graphical
effects stations. The StorNext file system can leverage Dell’s PowerEdge server platforms for both
Linux and Windows operating systems, as well as Mac and UNIX clients to simultaneously connect
at high throughput to a single pool of Dell EqualLogic storage arrays.

StorNext Storage Manager seamlessly introduces archiving and tiered storage into your digital
workflow, providing transparent, automated movement of content between tiers of storage,
including primary and secondary disk (such as FC, iSCSI and SATA-based disk arrays), as well as
tape storage. In addition, Storage Manager has the ability to create multiple copies and versions of
stored content, thus providing a robust, yet simple data protection solution. Based on user-defined
policies, files can be automatically archived to multiple types of storage targets—bulk disk, NAS
appliances or tape libraries.
